  Valued at 
nearly $1.8 mil-
lion, the MCH 
was constructed 
with  in-kind do-

nations of materials and 
labor, as well as cash do-
nations, from many gen-
erous industry mem-
bers. It was an remarka-
ble achievement. But in 
order to complete the 
building in 2014, a $400K 
loan was needed.  
  Today, the debt is trig-
gering unrelated business 
income taxes for the 
Foundation and the loanõs

Do you remember 
last spring when HBCF 
and Brothers Services 
Company replaced 
the roof at Champ 
House Recovery in 
Bowie? Well, we are 
happy to report that  
one good deed has led 
to many others.  

Almost one year 
later, a lot has been happen-
ing at Champ House under 

that new roof. Drywall has 
been repaired, new windows 
have been installed and the 
deck has been replaced  - to 
name a few. But some of the 
most recent activity hap-
pened a few weeks ago 
thanks to the support of 
HBCF board member Tom 
Baum, President of Bozzuto 
Homes and Jeff Cellio ,  War-
ranty Services Manager with 
Bozzuto Homes.   

It all started with a fol-
low-up site visit last fall to 

help Champ 
House priori-
tize their list 
of needed 
repairs follow-
ing the roof. 
Champ House 
was in the 
early stages of 
a capital cam-

paign and needed a profes-
sional to help determine 
what  property improvements 

should be 
targeted 
with the 
anticipated 
funding.  
  After mak-
ing his as-
sessment, 
Jeff Cellio 
returned 
with other 
Bozzuto 
team mem-
bers and 
they pro-

ceeded to adopt some of 
the work themselves.  

So in early January, 
the Bozzuto team began 
work to transform the 
garage into a rec room 
for the 15 men in resi-
dence. They took out 
the existing garage door 
and substituted it with 
new framing, siding, a 
sliding glass door and 2 
windows.  A week later, 
DeVere Insulation crews ar-
rived to install a donation of 

insulation for the 
basement, the gar-
age areas, as well 
as the meeting 
room and lower 
house.  
Tom Baum shared 
more good news 
with HBCF. òJeff 
and Greg have 
shown some real 
initiative with 
helping out 
Champ House 
and have gotten 
Devere Insula-

tion on board to reinsulate 
the house free of charge. 
Beyond the roof work that 
was done previously, getting 
the insulation installed was a 
critical next step in the pro-
cess of getting the place up 
to a habitable condi-
tion.  What a great gesture 
by the DeVere folks.ó  

Champ House is a transi-
tional therapeutic housing 
program for men who admit-
tedly suffer from addiction to 
drugs and alcohol.  It serves 
as a sober living house for 
patients leaving a rehabilita-
tion program who are not 
quite ready to begin living on 
their own again.  

Jeff Cellio commented on 
the project, òIt is absolutely 
our pleasure to help out with 
such a dynamic program. The 
impact that the Champ 
House has on these resi-
dentõs lives is profound; we 
are honored to be a small 

part of such a life -changing 
process.  DeVere Insulation
